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wanted to audition. | realized that this was a unique
opportunity for a young girl—to have a lead in a
contemporary play that their grandmothers and younger
siblings could attend. At my auditions, | had 15 young girls
and 15 adults. It was crazy and a little intimidating. | mean,
| had my pick of people, so | couldn't blame poor turnout if
my show didn't turn out well.

So, hurdle #2 was crossed. The play was cast. Now the
rehearsals begin. One of the many things that | learned was
that actors visualize much differently than visual artists such
as myself. They like concrete details, whereas | am more
fluid in my use of space. | believe my refrain was "The door
will be there-ish." | have learned that actors don't really
appreciate that. Good to know. One thing art school taught
me was to respect other artists' creative processes. So |
learned to deal with their idiosyncrasies as they did mine.

| was incredibly lucky to have cast the people that |
did, and | would like to take a moment to talk about them.
Marissa Jerome plays the 13-year-old Amanda, and strangely,
Marissa herself is 13, which leads us back to the start of this
article and the conventional wisdom of working with
children. Perhaps that refers to large groups of children,
because working with this particular young lady was not a
problem. As a matter of fact, | had to keep reminding myself
that she is 13, because not only does she work as hard as the
adults, but she also holds her own with them. Plus she is an
incredible good sport, as evidenced by the entire cast teasing
